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HBA members lead Habitat for Humanity’s Builder Blitz

From May 30 to June 5, five HBA
builders raced against the clock to
help five local families realize the
dream of home ownership.

It was the 2008 Portland Habitat
for Humanity Home Builders Blitz.
The builders — Buena Vista Custom
Homes, Fish Construction NW, Intex
Custom Homes, LHL Homes and
Schumacher Custom Homes - col-
laborated with Habitat volunteers
and 180 trade contractors and suppli-
ers to collect the materials and labor
necessary to complete five houses on
Southeast Ogden Street.

Portland’s blitz build was part of
a week-long national Habitat for Hu-
manity housing push. It resulted in
the construction of 263 houses for in-
dividuals living in substandard hous-
ing in 110 cities across the country.

Once the houses were completed,
Habitat sold them to the families, who
earn between $20,000 and $40,000
a year, at cost with a zero-percent
mortgage. To qualify, the families
were required to put in 500 hours of
community service with local Habitat
projects.

This year’s charity work is part of
a long tradition with Portland build-
